Chop 93 Trees

To Make Way For Ggn Condo

Gurgaon: After rejecting an
application to chop 93 trees for
aluxury condominium project
in a forested area just off Golf
Course Road, the Haryana fo-
rest department three weeks
later granted permission to a
real estate company. The app-
roval came without a detailed
compensatory  afforestation

Environmentalists and le-
gal experts said apart from not
following the normon compen-
satory afforestation, permis-
sion toaxe 93 trees is illegal be-
cause the Aravali area where
the realtor wants to build the
luxury houses hasall characte-
risticsof a “deemed forest”.
Though it is not officially
designatedasa “forest” by Ha-
ryana govt, the area ought to
be protected under the Forest
(Conservation) Act as direc-
ted by Supreme Court in its
1996 rulinginthe TN Godavar-
man vs Union of India case.
In this landmark order; the
top court had said that any
area that meets the “dictiona-
rydefinition” of forestmustbe
protected under FCA regard-
less of its official designation
in govt records. Last year, Su-
preme Court reiterated this
Jjudgment and told the Centre
and all state govts to go by this
broader definition of forest.
“Although the definition of
Aravalis and ‘forest’ is yet tobe
finalised in Haryana, thisarea
falls within foothills of the
Aravalis. On initial observa-
tion, it appears to be a deemed
forest. Hence, non-forest acti-
vities should not be permit-
ted.” said Gaurav Bansal, a se-
nior Supreme Court advocate.

According to documents re-
viewed by TOI, the real estate
company filed six applications
separately to the forest depart-
ment between Oct and Dec last
year. In all, permissions were
sought tofell a total of 350 trees
for the same project.

On Dec 3, 2024, the forest
department rejected one of
the six applications for chop-
ping93treesandsaidinitsre-
sponse to the realtor: “Appli-
cant may be directed to apply
tree felling of one project
through one application.”

But on Dec 24, the forest
department approved the
same application, saying:
“Permission is granted for

“Both the deceased and aceu-
sed had criminal cases regis-
tered against them, Once rele-
ased on bail, they had built a
business together in Dwarka
and Rohini.”

The partnership might
have worked had it not been
for Rs 2 lakh — the sum that
left Rai drinking his last
glass with Tomar on Jan 12.
An argument erupted over
the unpaid amount. The fight
escalated, and Tomar killed
Rai, later dumping his body
by the highway to throw off
investigators. By the time fo-
Tel teams arrived, all that
remained were scattered pie-
ces of evidence — including
theliguor bottle.

Babugarh SHO Vijay Gup-
ta told TOI that the empty
bottle ultimately broke the ca-
seopen. “A police team and fo-
rensic experts reached the
spot and collected samples,
which included anempty liqu-
or bottle. The barcode on the

ted, and the missing person
report filed at Rohini police
station came up. “The family
was called, who confirmed
the dead man's identity”
Guptaadded. Theliquorbott-
le, thefingerprints — each pi-
ecehadlocked into place. The
police soon tracked Tomar
down in Gurgaon and arres-
ted him on Thursday mor-
ning. When questioned by
the police, Tomar allegedly
confessed, He had killed Rai
and left him by the highway,
thinking the road would do
what it had done for so many
others: swallow the evidence.

Just two days before Rai's
murder, another case had
surfaced — Mohd Nasir, a 35-
year-oldcloth merchant from
Delhi, was found near Simb-
haoli, hisface burned beyond
recognition, a bullet lodged
in his skull. His killers —
Mohd Aamirand Mohd Furk-
han — were arrested, but the
