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After Four-Year Pause, Work On
Chilla Elevated Road Resumes

To Make Delhi-Noida Commute Seamless, Ease Snarls Near Film City
WHAT DELAYED THE PROJECT

Noida: Stalled for nearly four
vears over funding and logisti-
cal challenges, work on the six-
lane Chilla elevated road re-
sumed this week and is likely
to be completed over the next
three years. A bhoomi pujan
was held Thursday tomark the
resumption of construction.

Theelevated road spanning
59 km will connect Delhi’s
Chilla Regulator near Mayur
Vihar to Mahamaya flyover on
Noida Expressway. At present,
commuters using Delhi-Noida
Link Road face severe traffic
congestion between Sector 14A
and Mahamaya flyover, often
spending up to an hour naviga-
ting the stretch.

“This elevated road is de-
signed to alleviate this bottle-
neck and allow seamless move-
ment between Delhi and Noi-
da. Once completed, the elevat-
ed road is expected to reduce
traffic congestion near Sector
14A/15A and Film City, improv-
ing vehicular flow on the Noi-
da Expressway, It will also ease
traffic moving towards Grea-
ter Noida, Sector 37, Kalindi
Kunj and Faridabad,” Noida
CEO Lokesh M said.

Uttar Pradesh State Bridge
Corporation Ltd (UPSBCL),
which isexecuting the project, ap-
pointed a contractor in Dec last
year, which has since submitted
the elevated road’s design to IIT-
Delhi for vetting. MG Contractors
bagged the contract by offering a
7% lower price.

Sandeep Gupta, joint ma-
naging director of the bridge
corporation, said, “The con-
tractor has already mobilised
machinery and workers. First
up is piling. Initial work will
be done using machines, so 50

workers have been deployed,
but their numbers will be in-
creased as work progresses.”
The elevated road will run
parallel to the right bank of the
Shahdara drain and have five
ramps and loops. The ramps
will allow vehicles to access the
elevated road from Sectors 14
and 15 towards Mahamaya
Flyover, exit at Sector 16 on the
Delhi carriageway, enter at Sec-
tor 16 towards Mahamaya flyov-
er, and provide an exit for vehi-
cles coming from Mahamaya
flyover towards DND. An addi-
tional ramp will allow traffic
from Delhi to exit at Sector18.
The project is being built at

a revised budget of Rs 893
crore. Conceived in 2012, it en-
countered numerous set-
backs. The first was a six-year
dormant period. It was only in
2018, that it received approval
from the Delhi govt. Subse-
quently, CM Yogi Adityanath
laid the foundation stone in
Jan 2019, following which
work began with Noida Au-
thority’s funds.

The road ran into hurdles
as PWD, which is jointly fund-
ing the project, delayed the re-
lease of funds and a GAIL gas
pipeline requiring partial re-
alignment. In March 2020 came
the Covid pandemic, which

slowed down the project again.

Between 2021 and now, there
has been no work at the site. On
paper, theroad is13% ready. The
last three years passed in multi-
ple budget revisions and back
andforthbetween departments
onapprovals.

In 2022, the construction
agency requested the budget
to be increased from Rs 605
crore to Rs 1,076 crore, citing
rising material costs and de-
sign changes. But Noida re-
jected the proposal. Subse-
quently, UPSBCL agreed to a
revised budget of Rs 912 crore.
But a third-party consultant
was appointed to review the

cost, leading to another round
of revision. After this, the cost
came down to Rs 801 crore.

In June 2023, UP approved a
budget of Rs 787 crore, saying the
amount would be equally shared
between the govt and Noida Au-
thority. But in Oct 2023, UPSBCL
again requested the budget to be
increased to Rs 940 crore, arguing
the previous estimate was based
on 2018 market rates.

After govt granted in-prin-
ciple approval for this revi-
sion, a tender was floated, but
no companies could be select-
ed. Eventually, MG Contrac-
tors secured the project by of-
fering a 7% lower price.
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
